There was no organized system of agricultural extension in India before 1970 as a result of which
most of the technologies developed by research scientists could not reach their ultimate targets i.e.
farmers. Thus the Govt. of India initiated the Krishi Vigyan Kendras(KVKs) to serve the farming
community on their door steps. One of the major mandates of KVKSs is to conduct the vocational
trainings. To raise the farming income it is imperative to increase production per unit and adopt
subsidiary occupations. Some of the ventures like bee-keeping, pig farming, mushroom cultivation
do not require extra land and can be initiated in farming land otherwisc left vacant. The K VK Faridkot
is equipped with live demonstration units for all these vocations to impart practical skills by
following learning by doing. KVK has developed facilities of soil testing, plant clinic, kisan mobile advisory service and
technologies for communicating latest advisories to the farmers. It has played significant role in natural resource
management and popularization of resource conscrvation machinery such as Happy secder, Laser land leveler, Zero-till
drill, Paddy transplanter and has been delivering technical message to cotton growers in 80 villages. This KVK has won
the best KVK Zonal award in Zone I for doing excellent work in extension and serving the farming wmmunity I
